| often remember the little white dog that came into the shelter recently. A filthy, matted
starved little thing. | was sure | would never get the smell out of my clothes when she climbed
in my lap and tucked her head into my chest, but oh well, | was use to it. | thought, boy she
will get adopted fast once she puts on some weight, gets a bath and grooming. But as |
watched her walk around my office, | noticed her stiff back, and the limp in both her front
knees, and as she ate a treat, the way she chewed. Well, we would see what the veterinarian
could find out, she did need to have her teeth cleaned, she had an awful infection in her
mouth. But as | sat in the exam room with her in my lap, trying to get as close to me as she
could, seeking the love that she had obviously been denied all her life, looking at the x-rays,
while the Dr. explained how her jaw had been broken on three separate occasions and that
she had two fractured discs in her back, and that both of her front knees had been pulled
from the sockets, the anger that grew in me as | realized the full extent of the torture this
little white dog had suffered for so many years was more that | thought | could ever process,
and when | realized that there was nothing that could be done to relieve the pain that she was
currently in, | was then truly amazed at the capacity for forgiveness that this little white dog
possessed, as she snuggled in closer, | told her | was sorry and that | had to do the only thing |
could to take away her pain. | held her as she slipped away, and knew that for the first time in
her life, she was pain free.

Dogsd two of 400 seized from a puppy mill operation. Waycee
spent most of his life wandering his bare acres. Quinten & Olexa
spent their first four years in cramped cages. But all three have
similar scars from their upbringings.

They have no reason to like, trust or care about people. Anything
new or strange upsets them.
handlingd it frightens them too muchd and they have no reason to
come to the sound of a human voice. They never learned to connect
to people, and though they may gradually accept One Special
Human, they will never be comfortable with strangers or children.

They do like other dogs, thoughd t h sawthabthey know. They
wonbdbt come to a person, but t
and would benefit from the example of people-friendly, sociable

dogs. They will need patienced months and possibly years of
patienced and kindness, and the deep generosity of space to be who
they are and not who we expect them to be. They will also need
secure fenced yards (if they run off, they will never return) and adult-
only homes.

We candét predict what they wi
beautiful and worthy of something better than life has dealt them. If
you are interested in helping one of these beautiful spirits, please call
the Adoption Center and ask to speak to the Behavior Department.
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This is Dutchess. She has been fed by Star volunteers for over 4
yrs. She had a litter of 5 inside one of the shelters about 4 yrs ago.
The kittens were picked up by hand and Dutchess was trapped.
Dutchess raised/nursed the babies inside a large cage in the middle
of a volunteer® living room for 3 mos. Babies were all
adopted/altered/vaccinated. Dutchess wanted nothing to do with
being tame, so she was altered and released back to her colony.
